If you plan to enroll at IU Southeast directly from high school, the 
best advice is to contact the Admissions Office well before the date 
of actual enrollment. Applications for admission may be filed after 
you complete your junior year of high school. 

High school preparatory courses should include at a minimum:  
8 semesters of English (literature, grammar, composition); 6 
semesters of mathematics (algebra, geometry, advanced algebra); 
2 semesters of laboratory science (biology, chemistry, physics); 
4 semesters of social science (history, government, economics, 
psychology, sociology); 8 semesters in some combination of foreign 
language, additional math (trigonometry, calculus), laboratory 
science (advanced science or earth science), social science, or 
computer science (in a programming language beyond BASIC). 

To be admitted, you must meet one of the following four criteria:
1. Academic Honors diploma (Indiana)
2. Core 40 diploma (Indiana) with at least a 2.0 high school grade 

point average
3. At least 28 college preparatory high school courses AND at least 

a 3.0 high school grade point average
4. At least 28 college preparatory high school courses, at least a 2.5 

high school grade point average, AND at least 950 on the SAT or 
19 on the ACT

Students who are not eligible to be fully admitted must meet two of 
the following three criteria to be admitted conditionally:
1.	At least 2.0 grade point average
2.	At least 26 college preparatory courses
3.	At least 900 SAT or 19 ACT 

A high school transcript or GED score is required for all new 
freshmen and anyone who has earned less than 26 credit hours 
from an accredited college or university. GED applicants must 
submit scores from a state-authorized testing authority. A 
minimum score of 50 or 500 (depending upon the year the test 
was taken) is required for admission. Transfer applicants must 
submit an official transcript from all previous colleges and have 
at least a 2.0 cumulative grade point average (on a 4.0 scale).

Purpose and Philosophy of Financial Aid

The scholarship and financial aid programs at Indiana University 
Southeast are designed to serve the widest possible range of 
students. The Financial Aid Office (FAO), located in University 
Center South – Room US 105, administers the program.

In awarding aid, the University recognizes two distinct criteria:  
scholastic ability and financial need. Some aid programs stipulate 
a combination of these criteria while others concentrate on either 
ability or need.

Scholarships are reserved for undergraduate students who have 
demonstrated superior achievements. Other types of financial 
aid, such as grants (undergraduate only), loans, and part-time 
employment (Work-Study), are available to students who have 
demonstrated financial need.

The University recognizes that each student and family situation is 
unique.  In all cases, complete confidentiality is provided to persons 
supplying financial information to Indiana University Southeast.

Words to the Wise

Apply early. The priority date to apply for financial aid 
administered by Indiana University Southeast is March 10th.  
The priority date for IU Southeast Financial Aid scholarship 
applications is February 1st.  

Read carefully. Be sure to respond fully to all questions on forms.  

Stay involved. You are the first beneficiary of your education.  
Funding your education is more important to you than anyone else, 
so take the initiative to be sure all paperwork is done correctly and 
has been received.

Ask questions. Never hesitate to ask a question. A simple 
question may alert the FAO about your eligibility for additional aid.

Respond to requests promptly. Whenever additional information 
or documentation is required, no further action can be taken on 
your financial aid award until that information is received.  Delays 
may keep you from knowing how much aid you will receive before 
you register for classes and may result in late registration fees.

Keep records. Keep copies of your scholarship application, Free 
Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), tax returns, and other 
documents that may be requested.

How to Apply

1. Fill out a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA – 
available at www.fafsa.ed.gov).  Indiana residents applying for 
state aid must submit their FAFSA in time for the U.S. Department 
of Education to receive it no later than March 10th for the following 
academic year. CVO recipients (Child of Deceased/Disabled 
Veteran or Officer) must now submit a FAFSA annually. If you are 
applying only for non-need-based aid (such as merit scholarships or 
employee fee courtesy), a FAFSA is not required.

2.	 To qualify for any IU Southeast Financial Aid Scholarship, 
you must also submit an IU Southeast Scholarship application 

by February 1st for priority consideration. The application and 
additional scholarship information are available at  
www.ius.edu/financialaid. For aid from sources outside of 
the University, follow their requirements and deadlines. If you 
are awarded an outside scholarship, submit a copy of your award 
letter to the IU Southeast Financial Aid office as soon as possible 
or list this aid on the bottom of your IU Southeast Financial Aid 
Notification; then sign, date, and return the notification form to  
the FAO.

3.	 Reapply every year to be considered for financial aid.  Awards 
based upon the submission of the FAFSA are only for one academic 
year and the following summer.

Determination of Need and Awarding Process

The information you submit on the FAFSA will be used in a federally 
mandated calculation that determines what portion of  your “cost 
of attendance” can be met through the student’s (and in the case 
of dependent students, the parents’) resources. This figure is then 
subtracted from the cost of attendance for the student during the 
appropriate period of enrollment. “Cost of attendance” is based 
on average costs for tuition and fees, room and board (even for 
commuter students), books and supplies, transportation, and 
miscellaneous personal expenses. This figure minus the expected 
family contribution equals the documented limit for need-based 
financial aid.

Once the documented limit is determined, awards are made by the 
FAO based on: (1) the student’s request on the FAFSA for certain 
types of aid, (2) the amount of funds available, and (3) the student’s 
eligibility for such aid. An eligible student is first considered for 
scholarships and grants, then for the Federal Work-Study Program 
and/or student loans.  Indicating an interest on your FAFSA for 
Work-Study or loans will not affect the amount of scholarships or 
grants awarded. In some cases, students and/or parents may be 
required to submit copies of tax returns or other documents that 
verify the information submitted on the FAFSA.

Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible for financial aid, you must meet the following criteria:

1.	 You must be a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen. Students who 
have permanent resident status must provide alien registration 
information on the FAFSA. 

2.	 You must be regularly admitted to or enrolled in a degree-
granting program or working toward an “undecided” 
undergraduate degree. (Students in the Purdue Statewide 
Technology Program must apply for financial aid through the 
Purdue University Financial Aid office.) Students who choose to 
pursue a second undergraduate degree are not eligible for grant 
assistance, but may receive loans.

3.	 Financial aid for students enrolled in correspondence courses, 
study abroad, or distance education programs or for students

	 enrolled simultaneously at multiple campuses will require



special procedures. Please contact the FAO at least two 
months before the start of the semester for more details on 
these programs.

4.	 You must meet Satisfactory Academic Progress standards.

Satisfactory Academic Progress

Federal regulations require that Indiana University Southeast 
establish a policy to monitor the academic progress of students 
who apply for and/or receive federal, state, and institutional 
financial aid. If you meet all other conditions of eligibility, you 
may receive financial aid for the first 180 credits attempted at all 
institutions combined while seeking a bachelor’s degree, the first 
90 credits attempted while seeking an associate’s degree, and/or 
the first 45 credits attempted while seeking a master’s degree.  

You must make satisfactory progress toward the completion of 
your degree objectives within the time of eligibility by successfully 
completing at least 75% of all credit hours attempted. You are 
considered to have attempted a course if you are still enrolled in 
it after the first week of class. You complete the course when you 
have a passing grade of D or higher. You must also have at least a 
2.0 cumulative IU GPA. Failure to complete these requirements will 
result in a loss of financial aid eligibility. Students may appeal in 
writing upon suspension of eligibility.

Types of Awards

Indiana University Southeast awards a full range of financial aid, 
including scholarships, grants, awards, student employment, 
and loans.  The federal government, the state of Indiana, Indiana 
University Southeast, and private donors provide funds for 
various programs. Please contact the Financial Aid office for more 
information on any of the various programs:

Scholarships – usually based on academic achievement, the 
promise of academic achievement, or performance.

Grants – usually based on financial need.

Student employment – part-time employment either on campus  
or in not-for-profit agencies within surrounding communities.

Loans – long-term, low-interest loans with extended  
repayment periods.

Award Notification

It may take up to six weeks for the results of your FAFSA to be 
transmitted to the FAO.  Depending on the time of year (processing 
is very heavy during March, April, and May), your estimated IU 
Southeast Financial Aid Notification will be sent to you by April 15th 
or as soon as possible after we receive your FAFSA information. 
All awards based on your FAFSA information are subject to change 
after your actual enrollment. State aid notifications are sent 
separately.  The total amount of your financial aid cannot exceed 
your total cost of attendance (see “Determination of Need and 
Awarding Process”). If you have received aid from non-university 
sources, please list this aid on the bottom of the notification form, 
and then sign, date, and return it to the FAO.

 
 
 

Disbursement of Aid Funds

With the exception of Federal Work-Study, all financial aid will be 
credited to your account with the University. After tuition, fees, 
and miscellaneous charges are placed on your account, any aid 
awarded in excess of those charges will be sent to you in the form 
of a check or direct deposit. Federal Work-Study checks and direct 
deposits are issued every two weeks for actual hours worked. 
Both Work-Study and excess aid can be used for living expenses, 
transportation, and other personal expenses.

Students who withdraw from or cease to attend classes may 
be subject to return financial aid funds already disbursed.  
Any change in enrollment can affect your aid, even if you have 
already received and spent it. If your aid must be returned, you will 
owe that amount back to the University and/or your lender. The full 
policy is available on the IU Southeast Financial Aid website.

Federal Work-Study Program

Students who have sufficient documented need and indicate an 
interest in student employment may benefit from the Federal 
Work-Study Program. Jobs under this program are located both on 
campus and with not-for-profit agencies in nearby communities.  
Job listings are available at the office of Career Services and  
online at www.careerservices.ius.edu.

Students who are not eligible for the Federal Work-Study program 
but are interested in part-time student employment are encouraged 
to register with Career Services for internships and regular part-
time job opportunities.

Loans

Three major Federal education loan programs are the Federal 
Perkins Loan, Federal Stafford Loan, and the Parent Plus Loan.   
These loans require the submission of a FAFSA. Your IU Southeast 
Financial Aid Notification will include an offer of any Perkins or 
Stafford Loans for which you are eligible. Perkins Loans have 
limited availability and are awarded to students with the most need 
as long as funds are available. You must complete the loan process 
before any of these funds can be applied to your fees or sent to you 
for other expenses. Parents who wish to borrow additional funds 
can apply for a Parent Plus Loan by filling out the form on the IU 
Southeast Financial Aid website or working with their own lender.
