Welcome to another Quick Tip from the IU Southeast Writing Center.

Today’s topic is Why to Use the Writing Center.
In our efforts to support students, we asked a large group of professors across many disciplines what they expect to see from students in their writing. Instructors were very clear that students should take required writing courses as early in their course work as possible, as it helps them understand what expectations for college writing are and develops their abilities to communicate pertinent information in their written work. Instructors also encourage students to find which journals are most highly respected in each field and which citation styles are used. 
Usually instructors will include this information in the syllabus for class. If students notice that there is no stated citation preference he or she should ask the instructor when the assignment is given. When writing a paper use a clear unfolding of thoughts, good empirical support, a logical ordering of content  and appropriate references. This information is vital to effectively convey your topic. Students must be concise and thoroughly understand the data he or she is including in the manuscript. 
Any questions about style or format should be addressed when the assignment is given. It may also be helpful to ask if your instructor has a sample paper in the writing center. When you have gathered your information, completed your research and have a rough draft, or if you need help developing an outline, come to the writing center and we can walk through things with you. Make sure you bring in your paper and your questions well before the paper is due. 
We are not able to proofread papers and it is likely you will need time for revisions before you turn in your work. Our goal is to develop stronger writers not produce perfect papers.
